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I am humbled by the path blazed by previous 
CCAPW Presidents… in particular I dedicate this 
25th Anniversary Celebration to our founding presi-
dent, Mae Takahashi.  Under her leadership, the 
founding members established and sustained a 
commitment to improving the status of Asian and 
Pacific Islander women in Central California.  In 
her memory, we put a spotlight on the organiza-
tion’s 25 years of activities and accomplishments 
(see pages 6 and 7).  
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The organization enjoys a diverse resource base 
and an active and enthusiastic membership.  Our 
local group grew and was nurtured by a statewide 
and national network of Asian Pacific women, and 
received financial support from many individuals 
and local companies. 
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Members in the network organized and participated 
in conferences in Fresno, Los Angeles, New York, 
Washington DC, and Hawaii. CCAPW brought to 
the broader community numerous educational and 
cultural programs that featured Asian and Pacific 
Islander educators, elected officials, authors, art-
ists, musicians, and dramatic performers. And for 
12 years, the group organized an annual run/walk 
to raise money for our scholarship program.  While 
some of these events and programs generated an 
enormous amount of coordination, collaboration 
and work, all were educational and lots of fun! 
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Our key accomplishment has been the awarding of 
scholarships.  CCAPW provided over $65,000 to 
177 Central California Asian and Pacific Islander 
women.  In addition, CCAPW provided support for 
a variety of community groups and events. 
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My wish for CCAPW is to continue to build upon 
this legacy … as facilitator, convener, and benefac-
tor, my hope is for CCAPW to:  

· Expand our membership base and network of 
resources;  

· Promote and advance educational and leader-
ship opportunities Asian and Pacific Islander 
American women and girls; and 

· Develop and implement programs about the 
concerns and issues confronting Central Cali-
fornia’s Asian and Pacific Islander American 
women and girls.

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Tim Leong, President and Ex-
ecutive Director, APIASF, and 
special guest acknowledged 
CCAPW for encouraging the 
participation of its members 
and community leaders in the 
Fresno area in the scholarship 
process.  He presented to Deb-
bie a certificate of apprecia-
tion.  He praised CCAPW for 
“planting, nurturing, and grow-
ing seeds for young women” 
by providing scholarships over 
the past 25 years. 

He summarized the accom-
plishments of the first year of 
scholarships to API: 

· 2800 scholarships appli-
cants qualified 

· Scholarship were awarded 
to students in 49 of 50 
states and Pacific Islands 

· 70%  of the applicants 
were women; 30% of the 
applicants were men 

· 63% of the applicants 
were at poverty level or 
below 

· 166 of the applicants were 
awarded scholarships 

· 76% were female; all 
2005 recipients were at 
poverty level or below 

· 170 volunteers helped 
process and read applica-
tions.  22 of the volunteers 
were from Fresno, and 10 
were CCAPW members

edged the seven Central Valley 
recipients.  In addition, each 
introduced her family, spoke 
about her educational and ca-
reer aspirations, and thanked 
CCAPW and APIASF for the 
recognition.
